COVID appropriate behavior

L State/ UT Govemments shall take a] necssary measures to promote
COVID-19 appropriate behaviour and ensure wearing of face masks, hand
hygiene and social distancing,

2. The National Directives for COVID.19 Management, as specified in
Annexure I, shajl be strictly followed throughout the country.

Surveillance ang Containment

3. Containment Zones, if required, shall be carefully demarcated by the
district authorities, at the micro level, taking into consideration the

followed.

4. 1t shall be the responsibility of local district, police and municipal
authorities o ensure that the prescribed Containment measyres are strictly
followed. State/ UT Governments shall ensure accountability of the officers
concemed in this regard,

Strict adherence to the prescribed SOPs

F(_)r _further opening up of internatjonal air travel of passengers, Ministry of
Civil Aviation (MOCA) may take a decision in consultation with Ministry

of Home Affairs (MHA}.

SOPs, as updated from time to time, have been prescribed for various
activities. These include: movement by passenger trains; air travel; metro
trains; schools; higher educational institutions; hotels and restaurants;
shopping malls, multiplexes and entertainment parks; yoga centres and
gymnasiums, etc. These SOPs shall be strictly enforced by the authorities
concerned, who shall be responsible for their strict observance.

Local restrictions

8.

There shall be no restriction on inter-State and intra-State movement of
persons and goods including those for cross land-border trade under
Treaties with neighbouring countries. No separate permission/ approval/ e-
permit will be required for such movements.

Protection of vulnerable persons

9. Persons above 65 years of age, persons with co-morbidities, pregnant
women, and children below the age of 10 years are advised to teke
necessary precautions.

Use of Aarogya Setu

10. Use of Aarogya Setu may continue on best effort basis on compatible

mobile phones. This will facilitate timely provision of medical attention to
those individuals who are at risk.

Strict enforcement of the guidelines

All the District Magistrates shall strictly enforce the above measures. For
the enforcement of social distancing, Statd’ UT Governments may, as far as
pUssible, use the provisions. of Section 144 of the Criminal Procedure
Code(CrPC) of 19737

Any person violating these measures will be liable to be proceeded against
as per the provisions of Secticn 51 to 60 of the Disaster Management Act,
2005, besides legal action under Section]88 of the IPC, and other legal
provisions as applicable.

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57. Penmalty for contravention of any order regarding

requisitioning.—if any person contravenes any order made under section

65, he shali be punishable with imprisonment for a term which may extend
to one year or with finie or with both.

38. Offence by companies.—(1) Where an offence under this Act
has been committed by a company or body Corporate, every person who at
the time the offence was committed, was in charge of, and was responsible
to, the company, for the conduct of the business of the company, as well as
the company, shall be deemed to be guilty of the contravention and shall be
liable to be proceeded against and punished accordingly:

Provided that nothing in this sub-section shall render any such person
liable to any punishment provided in this Act, if he proves that the offence
was committed without his knowledge or that he exercised due diligence to
prevent the commission of such offence.

(2) Notwithstanding anything contained in sub-seciion (1), where an
offence under this Act has been committed by a company, and it is proved
that the offence was committed with the consent or connivance of or is
attributable to any neglect on the part of any director, manager, secretary or
other officer of the company, such director, manager, secretary or other
officer shali also, be deemed to be guilty of that offence and shall be liable
to be proceeded against and punished accordingly.

Expilanation —For the purpose of this section—

{a) “company” means anybody corporate and includes a firm or
| other association of individuals; and

(b) “director”, in relation 1o a firm, means a partner in the firm.




Annexure I

Offences and Penalties for Violation of Lockdewn Measures %

A, Section 51 to 60 of the Disaster Management Act, 2005
SL. Punishment for obstruction, ete—Whoever, without reasonable
cause —

Section 188 in the Indian Penal Code, 1860

188. Disobedience to order duly promulgated by public servant.—
Whoever, knowing that, by an order promulgated by a public servant
lawfully empowered to promulgate such order, he is directed to abstain
from a certain act, or to take certain order with certain property in his
possession or under his management, disobeys sach direction, shall, if such
disobedience canses or tends to cause obstruction, annoyance or injury, or
risk of obstruction, annoyance or injury, to any person lawfully employed,
be punished with simple imprisonment for a term which may extend to one
month or with fine which may extend to two hundred rupees, or with boih;
and if such disobedience causes or trends to cause danger to human life,
health or safety, or causes or tends to cause a riot or affray, shall be
punished with imprisonment of either description for a term which may
extend to six months, or with fine which may extend to one thousand
rupees, or with both.

Explanation—1t is not necessary that the offender should intend to
produce harm, or contemplate his disobedience as likely to produce
harm. It is sufficient that he knows of the order which he disobeys,

and that his disobedience produces, or is likely to produce, ham.

Hlustration

An order is promulgated by & public servant lawfully empowered to
promulgete such order, directing that a religious procession shall not
pass down a certain street. A knowingly disobeys the order, and
thereby causes danger of riot. A has committed the offence defined

in this section.
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
